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Introduction

We characterise Personal Learning as learning about Freemasonry, its history, traditions and the background to its
ceremonies, again the personal mentor can help an individual satisfy their interests in this regard. For some it may be
slight, others may consume this material voraciously, there is no right or wrong way.

There are many ways a member can learn. Freemasons’ Hall and some Provincial Centres have masonic libraries and
museums that members can visit, and members can buy or borrow books of masonic interest, many of which are
featured in UGLE’s online magazine, Freemasonry Today.

Perhaps the most concentrated and indeed the most reliable source of material for a beginner is Solomon. It is a
superb repository for learning, and new members should be encouraged to register.

Solomon has modules like Welcome Apprentice, Welcome Fellow Craft, Welcome Master Mason, and Welcome
Companion. However, this is only a small part of the Solomon offer; other areas of interest include:

e Solomon Lives, in which Freemasons with an interesting story to tell are interviewed, these now include a wide
range content and are available to watch.

e Mentor’s Corner, in which there is material to support both Lodge Mentors and Personal Mentors in their
work.

e Lodge Matters, which contains a great about the logistics within a Lodge.

e SolomonGPT, a beta test of an Al tool to help you get the most out of Solomon.

e More in depth modules about the First, Second and Third Degree, and the Royal Arch.

The Solomon team recently launched Solomon Academy, which is focussed on the four “‘Welcome’ modules and
introduces two exciting features. Firstly, as a user works through the module, they will be awarded ‘Badges’ for
successfully completing part of it. Badges are designed to drive motivation, activity, and loyalty and are increasingly
used by professional educators and in gaming.

Once a user has completed all the parts of a Welcome module, they can take a quiz. The quiz is entirely based on the
material throughout the module, and if the user passes with 100% correct, they will be issued a certificate (the quiz can
be taken as many times as the user wishes). This certificate is an A4 PDF document that the user can print. On
successfully awarding all four certificates, the user also receives the Solomon Academy Diploma, which is signed by
both an Assistant Grand Master and the Third Grand Principal.

The most important thing is that the members' personal learning works for them, they get as much (or as little)
knowledge as they want, and that personal mentors promote this aspect regardless of whether or not it is of interest to
them personally—their mentee might be quite different!

e Quatuor Coronati: The world’s premier research lodge. Established in 1884 (and consecrated in
1886), the Lodge’s founders wished to advance an evidence-based approach to study Masonic
history and research the origins of Freemasonry. Their approach was intended to replace the more
imaginative writings of earlier authors and was later referred to as the “authentic school” of
Masonic research. Indeed, several of the authors listed above are, or have been, members and
Masters of the Lodge.

e Quatuor Coronati Lodge: Has a “Correspondence Circle” comprising Freemasons and academics
with an interest in Freemasonry. Members of the “Correspondence Circle” receive an annual copy of
“AQC”, the transactions of the Lodge, alongside invitations to events and conferences. Further
information, including details of how to join, are available at the Lodge website.
